The Family Junction Emergency Youth Shelter houses teens who are faced with life challenges that are hard to imagine for any teen.  Teen residents of the Shelter are victims and witnesses of crimes and many are in transition from one Department of Human Services emergency placement to a more permanent living arrangement.  Teens live in the shelter while attending public school, receiving needed counseling and services.  The shelter not only houses, feeds and clothes the teens but strives to give the teen a glimpse of a positive living situation, good nutrition with a focus on education and positive life skills training. 
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
