Support Local Charity’s Pantry Program

Tailgaters will have an opportunity to give back this month as part of a program sponsored by metro-area Domino’s locations that provides meals to homeless teens in our area.

The Can for a Can program offers Domino’s customers an opportunity to donate a canned food item in exchange for a canned Coca-Cola product. The food is then donated to Youth Services for Oklahoma County (YSOC) as part of the charity’s pantry program.

Can for a Can, which is in its third year, was started by Oklahoma City residents Dave and Linda Burgat. Together, the Burgats own eight Domino’s stores in the metro area. This year, the Can for a Can program will run through October 10.

“Youth Services for Oklahoma County works to put food into the mouths of hungry Oklahoma teens and their families,” said Burgat. “Our customers and our employees have really latched onto this program in years past, donating more than 2,600 cans last year alone. I am happy to be a part of a program that helps fill such a vital need in our community.”

Domino’s customers will be given the option to participate in the Can for a Can program upon placing an order by phone, and delivery drivers will pick up donations. Donations boxes will also be available in Domino’s stores across the metro. A full list of participating locations can be found here.

“Last year, we were able to provide service and support to more than 2,900 Oklahoma County teens,” said YSOC CEO Debbie Forshee. “We couldn’t do the work we do without tremendous community support, and we are so grateful to the Burgat family and the Domino’s employees who have helped make this program such a success. Established in 1972, YSOC serves teenagers in the metro area who live without parental support.  YSOC’s numerous programs include Supporting Kids in Independent Living (SKIL), which works to help teenagers living without parental support graduate high school. For the second straight year, 100 percent of YSOC’s SKIL senior participants graduated from high school last year.

YSOC also oversees Juvenile Re-entry for Oklahoma County (JROC), which serves as a transitional program for minors who have been incarcerated.
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
